As
always, the Parish Council endeavours
to work hard towards providing the
best interests and consideration to all
residents of Normandy.

FLOOD FORUM TOUR

Since the public meeting on the 31st
January which was reported in the
previous Villager all the 'Outside
Agencies' involved in Flood Prevention
toured Normandy's 'Black Spots' on
26" April and residents were given the
opportunity to participate and meet
with the agencies. The Parish
Council knew that some residents
were unable to attend the meeting due
to work commitments etc, however, it
was the only time when it was possible
to get all the outside agencies
together.

Since the visit, it has been confirmed
that GBC has acquired £15,000 from
Central Government to engage eternal
consultants to conduct a full Flood
Management Survey and Plan for the
worst affected areas of Normandy with
the consultants being charged with
producing their results by the end of
Sep 13. In the meantime the 'Outside
Agencies' have been back to
Normandy on several occasions and
resolved on or two lesser problems
and that work continues.

Once the 'Management Plan' has been
received, the issue of acquiring the
necessary financial resourcesto put
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the Plan into effect which may prove to
be difficult in the current financial
climate will be started. Your Parish
Council will keep you posted on
progress as it occurs.
